First Philippic  2 September 44  Senate  Retort to Antony’s censure over Cicero’s absence in the Senate.  
 
 
 
Second Philippic  published af. 25 Oct. 44 Senate  Scathing response to Antony’s public attack of Cicero’s career. 
 
 
 
Third Philippic  20 December 44  Senate  Panegyric of D. Brutus, Octavius, Cisalpine Gaul, Martian and Fourth Legions. 
 
 
 
Fourth Philippic  20 December 44  Contio  Cicero’s announcement of the senatorial decree honoring D. Brutus, et. al.  (Cf. Phil. 3.) 
 
 
 
Fifth Philippic  1 January 43  Senate  Cicero urges the Senate not to send an embassy to Antony. 
 
 
 
Sixth Philippic  1 January 43  Contio  Cicero gives his view to the people on the Senatorial debate over the embassy to Antony. 
 
 
 
Seventh Philippic  late January 43  Senate  Cicero disparages peace with Antony and his relations. 
 
 
 
Eighth Philippic  4 February 43  Senate  Cicero remonstrates the Senate over the removal of bellum for tumultus in its motion against Antony. 
 
 
 
Ninth Philippic  af. 4 February 43  Senate  Cicero eulogizes Servilus Sulpicius Rufus. 
 
 
 
Tenth Philippic  af. 4 February 43  Senate  Cicero attacks Fufius; praise for Brutus, freedom and libery. 
 
 
 
Eleventh Philippic  late February 43  Senate  Death of  Trebonius. 
 
 
 
Twelfth Philippic  mid-March 43  Senate  False hopes for peace with Antony. 
 
 
 
Thirteenth Philippic  late March 43  Senate  Addresses role of M. Lepidus and restoration of Sex. Pompeius. 
 
 
 
Fourteenth Philippic  late April 43  Senate  Victory of Octavius and the two consuls, Hirtius and Pansa.
